1. Read Philippians 1:21-23. Do you share the same sentiment as Paul? 

 

2. Think back to a difficult season in life where you chose to be obedient to God and his word. 

What motivated your obedience and kept you going in that difficult time? 

 

3. When you think about heaven and what it will be like, how does it shape what you will do and 

who you will be this week?

1. What Is Heaven Like? 

• How's my mom doing in heaven? Revelation 21:1–4; Ephesians 3:20; 1 Corinthians 2:9 

• Does sin exist in Heaven? 1 John 3:2; Habakkuk 1:13; Hebrews 12:23 

• Will there be cheesecake in heaven? Revelation 19:9; Luke 22:18 
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2. What will I be like in Heaven? 

• When we die—do we go to heaven immediately or lie in waiting? Luke 23:43; 2 Corinthians 5:6-

8; Revelation 21:1; Isaiah 65:17–19 

• What about our suffering in this life? 2 Corinthians 4:17 

• Will I have a body in heaven? Philippians 3:20–21; 2 Corinthians 5:1-4 

• Can I be an angel of God? 1 Corinthians 6:3; Matthew 18:10 

• What will I do in heaven? Luke 6:23; Isaiah 38:20; Mark 10:14–15  

3. Who Gets Into Heaven? 

• Is Jesus the only way to heaven? John 14:6; Acts 4:11-12; Romans 1:18-22 

• Is Mom/Dad with you? 

• Do all babies go to heaven and at what age? Do 2-year-olds go to heaven? Psalm 139:13-16; 

Jeremiah 1:4-5; Matthew 19:14; Mark 10:15; Deuteronomy 1:39; Isaiah 7:16  

• What happens to people who die by suicide? John 10:28–29; Romans 8:38–39  

• What about hell? John 3:16–19; 2 Peter 3:9; Matthew 25:41  

• How does pure joy in Heaven exist if we know people we love aren't there? Luke 16:22-24; Isaiah 

65:17-18; Psalm 16:11  

4. Relationships & Recognition in Heaven 

• Will I know my loved ones in heaven? Matthew 17:3–4; Luke 16:23; 1 Thessalonians 4:13-17 

• Will we be married in heaven? Matthew 22:30 

• Will I see my pets in heaven? Psalm 36:6; Isaiah 11:6 (Isaiah 65); Revelation 5:13
