a necessary act for us? What do we miss out on if we don’t praise?  

 

3. How does Samuel’s early life reflect humility and faithfulness (1 Sam. 2:18–19, 26; 3:1)? 

 

4. In contrast, what do we learn about arrogance and spiritual failure from Eli’s sons (1 Sam. 2:12–17, 

22)? 

 

5. Why do you think God held Eli accountable for the sins of his sons (1 Sam. 2:27–29)? 

 

6. How does God's judgment on Eli’s house (1 Sam. 2:30–35) help us understand His expectations for 

spiritual leadership? 

 

7. How can we cultivate hearts like Hannah and Samuel—humble, prayerful, and open to God’s voice? 

 

8. In what areas might you need to repent of pride or passivity, like Eli, and instead embrace God's call 

with obedience? 

 

9. What might responding to God’s call look like in your life this week? How might you model the 

quick obedience of Samuel?
