June 15: 1 Samuel 16 --- A Question of Vision

Icebreakers:
Share about a time when you were embarrassed or self-conscience about something you wore.

Discussion Questions:

1. What makes a person seem successful (worldly perspective) to you?

2. What makes a person seem successful spiritually — what are the signs of spiritual success you
can observe?

3. What would God say makes a person successful in his eyes — is it any different than what you
can observe?

4. How do you react when you discover someone took action to make an impression rather than
doing it because it was what they wanted to do?

Have someone read the anchor verse - 1 Samuel 16:7 - But the Lord said to Samuel, “Do not look on
his appearance or on the height of his stature, because | have rejected him. [speaking of David’s brother
Eliab] The Lord does not look at the things people look at. People look at the outward appearance, but
the Lord looks at the heart.”

5. Can we know (REALLY know) what is in another person’s heart?

6. How can you grow your “eulogy virtues?” (Matt 12:28-31, Romans 12:1-2)

7. We are trained to "behave well” from a young age. We often hide it (or refuse to see it) when
we don't behave well. How do you move from just “behaving well” to having a pure heart

toward God? (Prompt Verses...Romans 1:20, John 3:21, Gal 5 (start by reading verse 25 and then read
verses 16-18 and 22-26), 1 John 3:19-24, Luke 15:7, 1 John 1:9)



8. Assuming we know what is in our own heart, what would the Lord have Samuel anoint in your

any area to pray for you to more toward purity of heart? (Reverence for God, love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control, forgiveness, service, generosity.)

10. Is your heart fully submitted to God/Christ (God's will is everything)? If not, may the group pray

for you?
