What stories have you 

seen or encourage you from Scripture (Randy used the illustration of Sampson)? 

 

6. How have you seen people functionally believe that Scripture is enough to hear the Holy Spirit of 

God?  

 

7. Have you chosen to implement silence and solitude to hear the Holy Spirit of God? What advice 

would you give to someone just starting to try this? 

 

8. Was there anything else that stood out to you in Randy's sermon? How will you think, feel, or act
